Mortgages serving as collateral for an issue of securities which are not insured or guaranteed as provided in subdivision 6:01:04:05(1) shall be secured by residential properties geographically dispersed within the states served by the issuer. At least 85 percent of the par value of such mortgages shall be secured by detached single-family residential properties. A maximum of 5 percent of the par value of such mortgages may be secured by attached single-family residential properties and 2- to 4-family residential properties, and a maximum of 10 percent of the par value of such mortgages may be secured by primary residential townhouses and condominiums.
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
