	(1)  "Commission," the South Dakota State Fair Commission;
	(2)  "Delivery vehicle," a vehicle, usually a small truck, that delivers supplies or other items to concessionaires;
	(3)  "Entry fees," the costs involved in entering an exhibit in the fair, including entrance in competition and stalls, pens, or space fees;
	(4)  "Fair," the South Dakota state fair;
	(5)  "Fairgrounds," a tract of land owned by the State of South Dakota and dedicated for use by the annual state fair located at Huron, South Dakota;
	(6)  "Fair week," the annual state fair dates starting the Thursday before Labor Day and ending Labor Day;
	(7)  "Manager," the secretary-treasurer appointed pursuant to SDCL 1-21-4;
	(8)  "Secretary," the secretary of the Department of Agriculture;
	(9)  "Service vehicle," a vehicle, usually a small truck, that services a utility, such as electricity, telephone, or gas, supplied to the fairgrounds;
	(10)  "Supply truck or trailer," a vehicle that stays on the fairgrounds and serves as a warehouse for a concessionaire;
	(11)  "Vehicle," every device in, upon, or by which any person or property is or may be transported or drawn;
	(12)  "Day," the period of time during which the gates of the fairgrounds are open to the public within a calendar day.
