State specials may be awarded only if there is competition from out of state and if three or more animals owned by at least three different individuals are exhibited in one class. State institutions are not eligible to compete for state specials.

	Association specials are prizes funded by breed associations and awarded for specified breeds.

	Exhibitors shall make their entries in the open class. Awards of state specials and association specials are based on the judging for awards in the open class and additional entries are not required.
