	12:02:16:17.  Construction of buildings. Applications by a lessee to erect tents or other temporary enclosures must first have the approval of the secretary. The secretary may approve the application after the lessee submits complete plans and specifications to the state fair office. No stands or buildings may be constructed out of old lumber or metal. Structures must be built in accordance with the thermal and lighting requirements for public buildings in SDCL 11-10 and the rules of the state fire marshal, article 61:15. In addition, all stands and buildings must comply with the South Dakota electrical code, article 20:44, and the South Dakota plumbing code, article 20:54, and must meet the requirements of the South Dakota Department of Health food service rules, chapter 44:02:01. The secretary or the manager may order any structure that does not comply with this section to be torn down or may order the lessee's contract forfeited.
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
