An exhibit or a concession may not be dismantled or removed before closing hour on the last day of the fair without prior permission from the secretary or fair manager. Building superintendents, gatekeepers, and law enforcement officers shall prevent any attempt to dismantle or remove exhibits before the hour of release without a written order from the fair manager. Early dismantling of exhibits and concessions may result in loss of vendor privileges for following fairs. Exhibitors and concessionaires must remove all equipment from buildings within 24 hours of the closing of the fair. All outside equipment and machinery must be removed within five days of the last day of the fair, unless previous permission has been given to leave on the grounds by the secretary or fair manager. The state fair may remove equipment left longer than allowed and shall store it at the owner's expense.
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
