For retesting known mycobacterium tuberculosis bovis herds, 0.2 milliliter of tuberculin shall be used and may be applied only by state or federal regulatory veterinarians who are employed full time. The comparative and other cervical tests may be used only as specifically approved by the state or federal cooperating officials. This test is limited to use in herds where bovine tuberculosis has been disclosed except when the comparative cervical test is used, or when special tests such as those applied to animals for export are used. Cervical testing of cervidae shall be by the injection of 0.1 millimeter of tuberculin in the mid-cervical region of the neck.
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
