	12:68:04:04.  Requirements for special procedures in infected herds. All animals in herds from which animals with tuberculosis originate and all animals that are known to have associated with infected animals shall be quarantined by an agent of the board. Animals in feedlots known to be exposed to animals with tuberculosis shall be quarantined and shipped under permit directly to slaughter. Disclosure of tuberculosis in any herd shall be followed by a complete epidemiological investigation by an epidemiologist appointed by the board. Every effort must be made by the owner to assure the immediate elimination of the disease from all species of domestic and nondomestic animals and poultry on the premises.
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
