	(1)  A reactor or "R" is an animal which shows a circumscribed swelling five millimeters (3/16 of an inch or greater) in diameter;

	(2)  A suspect or "S" is an animal which shows a response to tuberculin, but which is not classified as a reactor, with the exception noted in subdivision (3)(a);

	(3)  An animal may be passed as:

		(a)  A deviator or "D" if it shows a minimal response to tuberculin. This is usually designated as a pinpoint (PP) response; or
		(b)  A negative or "N" if it shows no response to tuberculin.
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
