A pathologic (granulomatous) lesion in animals is considered to be a mycobacterium bovis infection when an accredited laboratory justifies a diagnosis other than bovine type tuberculosis. Lesions that occur only in the mesenteric lymph nodes do not justify such a diagnosis.
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
