	(1)  An accredited herd;

	(2)  A herd in an accredited free state;

	(3)  A herd in a modified accredited area that has passed a herd test of all animals over 24 months of age within the previous 12 months, and individual animals for addition were negative to a tuberculin test conducted within the previous 60 days; or

	(4)  A herd in a modified accredited area not meeting requirements of subdivision (1), (2), or (3) of this section, in which case individual animals for addition must pass a negative test within the 60 days prior to entering the premises of the accredited herd and must be kept in isolation from all members of the accredited herd until negative to a test conducted at least 60 days after the date of entry.
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
