To qualify for accredited herd status, the herd must pass at least two consecutive annual tuberculin tests with no evidence of bovine tuberculosis disclosed. All animals must be bona fide members of the herd. Qualified herds may be issued a USDA certificate which is signed jointly to that effect by state and federal officials. If a herd temporarily loses its accreditation, its new accreditation period will be 12 months from the anniversary date of the qualifying test and not 12 months from the date of the reaccreditation test. To qualify for reaccreditation the herd must pass an annual test within a period of 10 to 14 months of the anniversary date.
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
