	12:68:09:05.  Truck requirements. Trucks must be equipped with a truck body or tank that is watertight and does not allow drippings or seepings from the carcasses to escape. The truck body or tank must have a permanent cover and be completely enclosed. A cover arrangement that is not permanent may be used on a truck or trailer in special circumstances, such as hauling carcasses from collecting stations directly to the main plant, if it passes inspection as being completely enclosed and prior approval is received from the board or its agent before it is used. The tailgate must completely enclose the rear openings of the truck. Trucks used for hauling renderable products other than carcasses must be constructed to prevent dripping and equipped with a cover that prevents the transported product from exposure to the outside. Persons hauling carcasses for medical or scientific purposes shall do so in leakproof containers designed to prevent spillage or the dripping of liquid waste.
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
