Any monetary transaction between a supporting gaming machine and the host system must be secured either by card insertion into a magnetic card reader attached to the host and PIN entry or by other approved protected means. After the player's identity is confirmed, the device must present transfer options to the patron on the LCD or VFD display of the card reader which requires selection using a keypad or touch screen before occurring. Such options may include how many credits the player wishes to withdraw and be placed on the machine. A host system may move the entire player's balance to the machine for play. Once play is complete the player may have the option to move some of the credits back to the account or cash out. A host system may require that the entire currency value of the credit balance be transferred back to the host system.
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
