	20:36:02:03.  Seal, books, records, and documents of the board -- Where kept -- Inspection of -- Certified copies -- How obtained. The seal of the board shall be kept by the secretary-treasurer. All books, records, and documents of the board including correspondence shall be kept by the secretary-treasurer in an orderly and systematic system and with a sufficient index, at the office of the board established as by these rules provided. Such books, records, and documents shall be open to public inspection during ordinary business hours of any business day. Certified copies of any of the said books, records, or documents or specified portions of the same may be obtained from the secretary-treasurer upon payment of 15 cents per 100 words for copying and a fee of one dollar for the certificate thereto, and out of which sums the secretary-treasurer shall first pay the cost of copying and proof reading, and the balance shall be deposited with the funds of board and accounted for as such. Such certified copies may be obtained upon written application of any person, firm, or corporation and payment in advance of the authorized charge thereof, as specified by the secretary-treasurer.
