Prior to any examination the board shall conduct a meeting of which notice shall be given to all members or written consent of members obtained and filed, at which meeting the board shall formulate the written examination questions to be used at such examination. Such questions shall be held secret at all times by all members of the board except when same are distributed to the applicants at the examinations and shall not be publicly released except by official action of the board. The board shall vary its questions from time to time in such manner as may seem advisable to conduct examinations in the most effective and impartial manner.
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
