If an applicant intends to teach no more than 80 hours per calendar year as a senior instructor, the commission may waive the requirements of § 20:42:08:03. A statement attesting to this fact shall be signed by the applicant and the applicable school and filed with the commission. If the status changes, the commission shall be immediately informed of the change by the school and the senior instructor license shall immediately become invalid. If an individual who obtains a license under this section then chooses to teach more than 80 hours per calendar year, the individual shall apply as a junior instructor. Credit may be given toward the education requirement of § 20:42:08:01.01 for hours earned teaching as a senior instructor.
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
