	20:44:16:23.  Inspections. All electrical work done by a licensee's employees must conform to the National Electrical Code in effect at the time the work is done. The commission may not inspect any electrical work unless requested to do so by the licensee at a time when inspection is practical. Inspection is done by a state electrical inspector at the rate of $50 an hour or fraction of an hour. If any deficiencies are found by the inspector, the entity is responsible for all corrections.

	If requested, the commission will inspect at its standard hourly rate and advise the licensee of measures necessary to comply with the National Electrical Code.
