Satisfactory passing of examinations as certified by the National Board of Examiners in Optometry in any of the subjects required by § 20:50:02:04 and satisfactory passing of the national pharmacology test is required. The board may require all candidates to take additional tests on any subjects listed in § 20:50:02:04, including the National Board of Clinical Skills examination. Candidates' applications shall show when they took the national board examinations and the subjects covered. The examinations must have been passed within the five years before the date of South Dakota licensure.
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
