The 12 hours of continuing education required each year for relicensure must be completed within the 24 months before the pharmacist's certificate of registration expires. When a pharmacist applies for yearly renewal of the pharmacist's certificate of registration pursuant to SDCL 36-11-23, the pharmacist must report completed continuing education hours on a form supplied by the board.
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
