	(2)  Complete with a score of 70 percent or higher an examination in veterinary medicine as follows:

		(a)  The National Board Examination (NBE) and the Clinical Competency Test (CCT) as prepared under the authority of the National Board Examination Committee for Veterinary Medicine (NBEC) or its predecessor organization the National Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners;

		(b)  Another national licensing examination prepared under the authority of the NBEC or the American Association of Veterinary State Boards (AAVSB); or

		(c)  An equivalent examination as established by the South Dakota Board of Veterinary Medical Examiners; and

	(3)  Complete with a score of 90 percent or higher an examination administered by the board covering state laws and rules regarding veterinary medicine and covering the principles of veterinary medical ethics as published on pages 43 to 47, inclusive, of the 1996 AVMA Directory.
