The board may issue a license by endorsement to applicants who at the time of application are currently licensed in good standing in another state or territory of the United States or in a province of Canada and who meet the following requirements:

	(1)  All of the requirements of § 20:57:02:08 or, if national examinations were not required at the time the applicant became licensed in another jurisdiction, the requirements of subdivisions (1) and (3) of § 20:57:02:08;

	(2)  Active practice of veterinary medicine for 3,000 hours during the 3 years immediately preceding application for licensure in South Dakota. Applicants who do not meet the definition of "good standing" in § 20:57:02:11 may apply for licensure under this section but must prove to the satisfaction of the board that they are qualified for licensure in this state; and

	(3)  Payment to the Board a fee of $25. 

	In approving licensure applications under this section, the board may place limits on the applicant's license.
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
