	(2)  A supervisee functions within the limits of the supervisee's competence;

	(4)  The training is designed to expand and improve skills in areas for which the supervisee has academic background but inadequate training; and
	(5)  That the training covers theoretical approaches in the following areas:

		(a)  Counseling psychotherapy techniques;
		(b)  Appraisal, evaluation, and diagnostic procedures;
		(c)  Treatment planning and implementation;
		(d)  Case management and record keeping;
		(e)  Professional identity and function; and
		(f) Professional ethics and standards of practice.

	The supervisor and supervisee shall comply with the ACA Code of Ethics.
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
