	20:68:07:13. Credit for presentations and publications. A licensee who has prepared an academic counseling course, a counseling in-service training workshop, or a counseling seminar or who has written as first author a counseling article accepted for publication in a recognized professional journal is allowed a maximum of ten contact hours in each compliance period for each original presentation or publication. The licensee making a presentation in a course, workshop, or seminar must secure prior approval from the board by providing the board with a written summary of the intent to present on a form provided by the board 30 days prior to the presentation and one letter of reference from a licensed counselor that verifies the intent. Verification of completion of the presentation or the letter of acceptance to publish, must be submitted to the board by the licensee.
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
