	(1)  The applicant's name, mailing address, telephone number, date of birth, and social security number;
	(2)  A copy of a government issued photo ID.
	(3)  A statement of any criminal record;
	(4)  Official transcripts showing compliance with educational requirements in SDCL 36-33-9(3);
	(5)  Official verification of a passing score on the National Examination in Marital and Family Therapy described in § 20:71:03:01;
	(6)  Documentation that the applicant has completed the supervised work experience required by SDCL 36-33-9(4); and
	(7)  A nonrefundable application fee specified in § 20:71:04:02.
