The supervisor must be knowledgeable of the clinical skills required for effective delivery of marriage and family therapy as defined in SDCL 36-33-1. The supervisor must have knowledge of the important literature in the field of marriage and family therapy and professional ethics and must see that all supervised work is conducted in appropriate professional settings. All supervisors beginning supervision after January 1, 2016, must be board approved and licensed as a marriage and family therapist for at least three years before beginning supervision of a supervisee. The supervisor shall document evidence of complying with the requirements on a form provided by the board. The form will be submitted prior to beginning the period of supervision.
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
