	(2)  A licensed professional counselor-mental health, licensed marriage and family therapist, certified social worker-private independent practice, licensed psychologist, or licensed psychiatrist, who has been actively licensed for at least two years prior to the beginning of supervision;

	(3)  A licensed professional counselor-mental health, licensed marriage and family therapist, certified social worker-private independent practice, licensed psychologist, or licensed psychiatrist, who has been actively licensed for at least one year and has evidence of completing 15 hours of supervision training pursuant to § 20:68:07:09 before beginning supervision; or

	(4)  An American Association for Marriage and Family Therapy approved clinical supervisor.
