	(1)  It constitutes an organized program of learning which contributes directly to the competency of the practitioner in serving the public;

	(2)  It relates to the areas of prevention, treatment, counseling, and the administration of programs to improve professional skills and upgrade the standards of addiction counselors and prevention specialists;

	(3)  It is conducted by individuals considered experts in the subject matter of the program because of education, training, or experience; and

	(4)  It is accompanied by a paper, manual, written outline, or electronic documentation which substantially pertains to the subject matter of the program.
