Any practitioner who fails to complete the renewal requirements in §§ 20:80:09:01 and 20:80:09:03 loses certification or licensure and may not be identified as a certified or licensed addiction counselor or prevention specialist. Any practitioner who has allowed a certification or licensure status to lapse may have it restored within fifteen days of the expiration date, providing the practitioner requests reinstatement, submits all applicable forms and documentation, and pays the reinstatement fee and the renewal fee. Any practitioner wanting to regain status after the fifteen day reinstatement period shall complete all requirements under the current provisions, reapply for certification or licensure, and successfully pass the examination.
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
