	(1)  Knowledge of the human auditory system, including the anatomy, acoustics, and physics of sound;

	(2)  Knowledge of hearing loss and deafness and the effects of hearing loss and deafness on students’ lives, development, and learning processes;

	(3)  Understanding of the foundations of education for students who are deaf and hearing impaired and the function and dysfunction of the sensory-motor and auditory system;

	(4)  Understanding of knowledge of speech, linguistics, and audiology and their relevance to education of students who are deaf or hearing impaired and the psychological dynamics of individuals who are deaf or hearing impaired in a hearing society;

	(5)  Knowledge of language and communication needs of students and instructional techniques in a child’s language and communications mode; and

	(6)  Six semester hours of American Sign Language and deaf culture.
