	(1)  Demonstrate knowledge of subject matter, teaching and learning, and technology to facilitate experiences that advance student learning, creativity, and innovation in virtual environments;

	(2)  Study in the methods of designing, developing, and evaluating authentic learning experiences and assessments by incorporating online tools (asynchronous and synchronous) and resources to maximize learning and to help students develop the knowledge, skills, and attitudes needed to be a successful online learner;

	(3)  Successful completion as a learner of at least one three-hour online course.

	Verified teaching experience in K-12 educational technology within the five-year period immediately preceding application may be accepted in lieu of the above methodology course at the equivalency of one year's teaching experience for one semester hour credit for a maximum of three semester hours of the total credit hours required. No state test is required or available to validate this endorsement.
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
