If the Secretary is unable to make the determinations required in § 24:15:09:02 within thirty days of the receipt of the complete application, or if the Secretary determines that the requirements for the issuance of a certificate in the state or District of Columbia where the military spouse applicant holds a valid certificate are substantially equivalent to the requirements in South Dakota, then the Secretary shall issue a temporary certificate to the military spouse applicant for a period not to exceed six months. The military spouse may only be issued one temporary certificate pursuant to this section. Upon expiration of the temporary certificate, the military spouse must reapply with the department pursuant to this article and meet the requirements for issuance of a certificate in South Dakota. The substantial equivalency provisions of this chapter do not apply to a military spouse who reapplies pursuant to this section.
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
