For the 2015-2016 school year, the department shall base the college and career readiness SPI key indicator score for public secondary schools on postsecondary preparedness for college and career. Postsecondary preparedness for college shall be evidenced by participation in and performance on the American College Test (ACT) for high school achievement and the College Board Accuplacer test. Postsecondary preparedness for career shall be evidenced by participation in and performance on the National Career Readiness Certificate/ACT Work Keys (NCRC). If the school or district administers the NCRC, the department shall divide the maximum points for the college and career readiness indicator equally between college readiness in math, college readiness in English, and career readiness. If the school or district does not administer the NCRC, then the department shall divide the maximum points for the college and career readiness indicator equally between college readiness in math and college readiness in English. The department shall calculate the college and career readiness SPI key indicator score for a public secondary school by adding together the numbers obtained via the calculations in §§ 24:55:02:09.01 to 24:55:02:09.03, inclusive. This calculation is illustrated in Appendix G at the end of this chapter.
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
