The department shall classify a public school as a progressing school if the school is not characterized as a focus, priority, or exemplary school, and the school's total SPI score is greater than the bottom five percent but less than the top ten percent of the SPI ranking. Except as provided in § 24:55:03:07(2), a public school which is not a Title I school and which has a total SPI score at or below the bottom five percent of the SPI ranking of all schools at that school level shall be designated as a progressing school.
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
