For each public school and public school district, the department shall calculate a unique academic progress goal of reducing by half, within each six-year cycle, the percentage of students in each of the student groups referenced in § 24:55:01:05 below the proficient level in English language arts and mathematics. The department shall use the student achievement data from the state academic assessment to set yearly targets in equal increments toward the six-year goal. Goals and targets shall be set separately for English language arts and mathematics. These targets provide meaningful data for each public school's ongoing efforts to continuously improve student achievement throughout each six-year cycle. The first cycle begins with the 2011-2012 school year, which serves as a baseline year for data. Progress goals and targets shall be reset following the 2014-15 school year based on a six-year cycle.
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
