The driver of a motor vehicle approaching a yield sign in an area within the state park system shall slow down to a speed reasonable for the existing conditions or stop if necessary. The driver shall yield the right-of-way to a pedestrian crossing a roadway not on the state trunk system and to any vehicle in an intersection or approaching on another road so closely as to constitute an immediate hazard.
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
