Except for authorized department employees, agents, and contractors in the performance of their duties and for persons operating snowmobiles where authorized on the trail between Lead/Deadwood and the Dumont trailhead, a person may not enter, use, or occupy the George S. Mickelson Trail outside the city limits of the communities of Deadwood, Lead, Rochford, Hill City, Custer, Pringle, and Edgemont from one-half hour past sunset to one-half hour before sunrise.

Only persons utilizing a state park, state recreation area, state nature area, or state lakeside use area for lawful fishing, hunting, trapping, snowmobiling, boating, or camping or other persons authorized by a department representative may enter, use, or occupy any state park, state recreation area, state nature area, or state lakeside use area from 11:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. from May 1 to September 30, inclusive, and 9:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. from October 1 to April 30, inclusive.

	41:03:01:01.03.  Time restrictions for use of public hunting areas and lake access areas. Only persons who are engaged in lawful fishing, hunting, trapping, or boating activities may enter, use, or occupy any of the following areas from 11:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m.:

	(1)  Public shooting areas;
	(2)  Game production areas;
	(3)  Wildlife refuges; and
	(4)  Lake and fishing access areas.

No person may enter, use, or occupy lands leased by the department under the state walk-in area program for any purpose other than hunting without the permission of the landowner or any lessee of the land other than the department. A person may enter, use, or occupy lands leased by the department under the state walk-in area program for purposes of hunting under the following conditions:

	(1)  The hunting of any species takes place only on dates and during shooting hours established by the department for that species;
	(2)  Any bag limit established by the department for the species being hunted is not exceeded; and
	(3)  The person moves or travels only on foot.

	The conditions under which a person may enter, use, or occupy lands leased by the department under the state walk-in area program apply whether or not the state has jurisdiction to impose its hunting regulations on the person seeking to enter, use, or occupy the land.

	41:03:01:02.  Leaving of property on department land. A person may not leave any property after 11:00 p.m. on public lands owned, leased, or controlled by the department or in the water adjoining such an area, or within the right-of-way of the George S. Mickelson Trail unless that person is legally camped, lodged, or fishing or the property is located in a leased space designated for the specified use of that property. A person may not leave any fish houses for more than five days on lands owned, leased, or controlled by the department without written permission from an authorized representative of the department.

	The provisions of this section do not apply to legally placed tree stands, elevated platforms, portable blinds, trail cameras, or trapping equipment.

Mickelson Trail without written permission from the secretary or a designated agent of the secretary. An application to hold an event must be filed with the department not less than 15 days before the event.

A person may not destroy, damage, or remove a living or dead tree, shrub, or vegetation; disturb any earth, rocks, minerals, natural formations, or cultural resources; or destroy, damage, or remove skulls or other parts of animal carcass located on lands owned or leased by the department without written permission from the secretary or a designated agent. However, a person participating in religious activities in Bear Butte State Park or on department land owned or leased adjacent to the Missouri River may use grasses and forbs taken from these lands for ceremonial purposes. For purposes of this rule, a cultural resource includes historic properties, archaeological resources, and Native American cultural items (including human remains, associated funerary objects, unassociated funerary objects, sacred objects, and objects of cultural patrimony, as defined in the Native American Graves Protection and Repatriation Act of 1990, 25 U.S.C. § 3001, as amended through February 2, 2009).

No person may place, construct, erect, or occupy any improvement or building or an addition attached to a trailer; post or erect signs, place or distribute advertising material, or erect a fence or barrier on lands owned, leased, managed, or controlled by the department or within the right-of-way of the George S. Mickelson Trail without written authorization from a representative of the department.

Other noises that cause an unreasonable disturbance to others are prohibited in all state parks, recreation areas, nature areas, and lakeside use areas between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m.

A person may not allow or possess any pet in any state park, state recreation area, state nature area, or state lakeside use area from April 1 to September 30, inclusive, unless the pet is under immediate control on a leash not more than 10 feet long or under immediate control and more than 200 feet from other park users or designated camping areas. From October 1 to March 31, inclusive, leashes are not mandatory; however, a person shall keep the pet under immediate control.

	A person may not allow or possess any pet on the Summit Trail at Bear Butte State Park.

	A person may not allow or possess any pet on the George S. Mickelson Trail unless the pet is under immediate control on a leash not more than 10 feet long.

	A person may not allow any pet in an area within 200 feet inland and 200 feet outward from the water's edge in an area owned, leased, or operated by the department and designated as a public swimming zone or in an area posted for no pets.

	A person may not allow or possess any pet inside enclosed public buildings managed by the department in any state park, recreation area, nature area, or lakeside use area except a person who requires the aid of a service animal or a person who has received prior approval of the park manager.

	A person shall properly dispose of any pet waste left by the person's pet in designated camping and day-use areas within any state park, recreation area, nature area, or lakeside use area.

	A person may not allow any pet to cause an unreasonable disturbance affecting others at any time in any state park, recreation area, or lakeside area.

	A person may allow or possess a dog that is not on a leash and that is within a designated dog training area, if the person maintains reasonable control of the dog.

A licensed deer hunter, in the unit for which the hunter is licensed, may use horses on any game production area adjacent to the Missouri River during the deer season. A person licensed to hunt deer or elk, or any person assisting in the removal of legally tagged deer and elk, may use horses on the Battle Mountain/Friendshuh game production area in Fall River and Custer counties during established deer and elk seasons.

	41:03:01:16.  Restrictions on use of firearms, crossbows, and bows -- Exceptions. Uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows are prohibited in all state parks, state recreation areas, state nature areas, and state lakeside use areas with the following exceptions:

	(1)  Uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows are permitted on designated rifle and archery ranges the year around and as provided in § 41:03:01:16.01;

	(2)  Hunters licensed for the special Custer State Park hunting seasons may have uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows in Custer State Park during the season for which they are licensed;

	(3)  Only shotguns using shot shells, muzzleloading shotguns, crossbows, and bows are permitted in Custer State Park during the Custer State Park spring turkey season as described in chapter 41:06:15;

	(4)  Uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows are permitted from September 1 to May 21, inclusive, within the Sheps Canyon Lakeside Use Area;

	(5)  From October 1 to April 30, inclusive, uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows are authorized for licensed hunters in all state parks, state recreation areas, nature areas, and lakeside use areas during established hunting seasons with the following restrictions:

		(a)  Uncased firearms, crossbows, and bows are prohibited the year around in all established campgrounds, designated day use areas, and at Beaver Creek Nature Area, Lake Herman State Park, Spring Creek Recreation Area, Spirit Mound Historic Prairie, Bear Butte State Park east of State Highway 79, Oahe Downstream Recreation Area except for a hunter who possesses a valid deer license for Unit WRD-58D as described in chapter 41:06:20 or a valid turkey license for Unit PST-58B as described in chapter 41:06:13, and Adams Homestead and Nature Preserve and Good Earth State Park except for a resident hunter who possesses a valid archery deer license and an access permit as described in chapter 41:06:22 or except for a resident hunter who possesses a valid archery spring turkey license and an access permit as described in chapter 41:06:13;

		(b)  Only bows are permitted in Big Sioux State Recreation Area, the Forest Drive Unit of Richmond Lake State Recreation Area, Palisades State Park, LaFramboise Island, Chief White Crane, Clay County Recreation Area, and the mouth of Spearfish Canyon;

		(c)  Only shotguns using shot shells, crossbows, and bows are permitted in West Whitlock State Recreation Area, West Pickerel Recreation Area, Mina Recreation Area, Okobojo Recreation Area, Farm Island Recreation Area, Angostura Recreation Area, Cow Creek State Recreation Area, and the portions of North Point State Recreation Area which are situated to the west of 381st Street and north of 297th Avenue, and situated west of 382nd Avenue and north of 297th Street, and situated south of 297th Street, and west of Prairie Dog Bay;

		(d)  Only shotguns using shot shells, crossbows, and bows for the wild turkey hunting seasons and bows for archery deer and archery wild turkey hunting seasons are permitted in that portion of Newton Hills State Park which is situated to the west of County Road 135 and north of County Road 140;

		(e)  From October 1 to January 31, inclusive, deer hunting with a firearm, crossbow, or a bow is permitted in all state parks, state recreation areas, and state nature areas during established hunting seasons according to the provisions and restrictions set forth in this section, except for LaFramboise Island Nature Area and Farm Island Recreation Area where archery deer hunting is allowed to December 31, inclusive;

		(f)  A person who possesses a valid turkey license for Unit PST-48A as described in chapter 41:06:13 is permitted to have an uncased shotgun using shotshells, a crossbow, a bow, or a muzzleloading shotgun within the boundary of Sica Hollow State Park to the eighth day before Memorial Day, inclusive; and

	(6)  A person who possesses a valid concealed pistol permit as provided in SDCL chapter 23-7 may carry a concealed pistol at any time.

	(8)  "Large group camping reservation," a reservation for a group camping loop at Lewis and Clark Recreation area or for 10 or more campsites at any other state park campground that accepts a group camping reservation;

	(9)  "Nonprofit youth group," an organized group of youths all under age 18, sponsored by a nonprofit organization. A nonprofit youth group is a group of youths accompanied by a smaller group of adult leaders that have been designated by the organization to provide supervision, guidance, and instruction to the group. Any adult accompanying the youth group for the primary purpose of supervising the adult's own children is not considered an adult leader of the group;

	(10)  "Preferred campground," a modern campground with weekend occupancy exceeding 80 percent from the Friday before Memorial Day to Labor Day, inclusive;

	(11)  "Prime waterfront campsite," a modern campsite adjacent to the waterfront at Lewis and Clark Recreation Area and Chief White Crane Recreation Area with weekend occupancy exceeding 95 percent from the Friday before Memorial Day to Labor Day, inclusive;

	(12)  "Primitive lodging campsite," a campsite where a canvas teepee or wall tent with a wooden floor is provided by the department;
