	(1)  Unit PRE-09A: those portions of Lawrence and Butte Counties within a line beginning at the junction of Interstate 90 and U.S. Highway 85, then north along U.S. Highway 85 to State Highway 34, then south and east on State Highway 34 to Crooked Oaks Road, then north on Crooked Oaks Road to Snoma Road, then east on Snoma Road to 123rd Avenue, then south on 123rd Avenue to Whitewood Valley Road, then south and west on Whitewood Valley Road, to Interstate 90, then west on Interstate 90 to the point of beginning; and that portion of Meade County within a line beginning at the junction of Interstate 90 and Elk Creek Road, then east on Elk Creek Road to Ricard Road, then north on Ricard Road to Tilford Road, then east on Tilford Road to Middle Alkali Road, then north on Middle Alkali Road to Alkali Road, then west on Alkali Road to 133rd Avenue, then south on 133rd Avenue to 206th Street, then west on 206th Street to Lazelle Street, then west on Lazelle Street to Interstate 90 then south on Interstate 90 to the point of beginning;

	(2)  Unit PRE-11A: Bennett County, the portion of Jackson County south of State Highway 44 and Bureau of Indian Affairs Highway 2, and those portions of Mellette County south of State Highway 44 and west of U.S. Highway 83;

	(3)  Unit PRE-11B: Bennett County, the portion of Jackson County south of State Highway 44 and Bureau of Indian Affairs Highway 2, and those portions of Mellette County south of State Highway 44 and west of U.S. Highway 83;

	(4)  Unit PRE-11C: Bennett County, the portion of Jackson County south of State Highway 44 and Bureau of Indian Affairs Highway 2, and those portions of Mellette County south of State Highway 44 and west of U.S. Highway 83;

	(5)  Unit PRE-11D: Bennett County, the portion of Jackson County south of State Highway 44 and Bureau of Indian Affairs Highway 2, and those portions of Mellette County south of State Highway 44 and west of U.S. Highway 83;

	(6)  Unit PRE-15A: the portion of Butte County beginning at the junction of the South Dakota-Wyoming border and the Redwater River, then northerly along the South Dakota-Wyoming border to its junction with the Sourdough Road, then easterly along the Sourdough Road to its junction with the Kling Road, then southerly along the Kling Road to its junction with State Highway 34, then easterly along State Highway 34 approximately 1¾ miles to its junction with the township line, then southerly along the township line to its junction with the Redwater River, then westerly along the Redwater River to its junction with the South Dakota-Wyoming border, the point of beginning;

	(7)  Unit PRE-27A: the portion of Fall River County south of the Cheyenne River and west of U.S. Highway 385;

	(8)  Unit PRE-30A: the portion of Gregory County enclosed by a line beginning at the junction of U.S. Highway 18 and the Scalp Creek Road, about 4 miles east of Fairfax, then northerly to its junction with South Scalp Creek, then easterly along the south shoreline of Scalp Creek to its junction with the south shoreline of Lake Francis Case, then southeasterly along the south shoreline of Lake Francis Case to its junction with Fort Randall Dam, then southerly along the west bank of the Missouri River to its junction with the South Dakota-Nebraska border, then westerly along the South Dakota-Nebraska border to its junction with U.S. Highway 281, then northerly along U.S. Highway 281 to its junction with U.S. Highway 18, then westerly along U.S. Highway 18 to Scalp Creek Road.
