Except as provided in §§ 41:07:01:05 and 41:07:02:03, in the South Dakota-Minnesota boundary waters, largemouth or smallmouth bass, walleye, sauger, and northern pike may be taken by hook and line during the periods from January 1 to the last day of February, inclusive, and from the Saturday closest to April 21 to December 31, inclusive. If the last day of February falls on a Saturday the season extends through March 1. All other species may be caught, taken, or killed during the period January 1 to December 31, inclusive. During the closed seasons a person may not take or attempt to take largemouth or smallmouth bass, walleye, sauger, and northern pike.
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
