GENERAL PROVISIONS
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	41:07:01:01.  Definition of terms. Terms used in this article mean:

	(1)  "Artificial lures," flies, jigs, spoons, spinners, and plugs made of metal, plastic, wood, hair, feathers, and other inedible materials, but not fish eggs, moldable scented baits, naturally occurring foods, or man-made food;

	(2)  "Black Hills Fish Management Area," the waters in that portion of the Black Hills within the boundary beginning at the junction of the South Dakota-Wyoming state line and the Redwater River, then easterly along the Redwater River to U. S. Highway 85, then southerly along U.S. Highway 85 to Interstate 90, then southeasterly along Interstate 90 to U.S. Highway 16T in Rapid City, then southerly along U.S. Highway 16T to State Highway 79, then southerly along State Highway 79 to Maverick Junction near the city of Hot Springs, then westerly on State Highway 18 to Edgemont, then northwesterly along the Burlington Northern Railroad to the South Dakota-Wyoming state line, then north along the state line to the point of beginning;

	(3)  "Catch and release," the immediate release of a fish unharmed back into the water from which it was caught;

	(4)  "Foul hooked," a circumstance in which fish are inadvertently snagged in body areas other than the mouth by conventional lures while being legally pursued by normal fishing methods;

	(5)  "Inland waters," all waters of the state except those defined in this section as South Dakota-Iowa boundary waters, South Dakota-Minnesota boundary waters, and South Dakota-Nebraska boundary waters;

	(6)  "Legal bow and arrow," a hand-drawn bow that has an arrow with at least one barbed point attached to the bow by a line;

	(7)  "Legal crossbow," a bow mounted crosswise on a stock equipped with a functional mechanical safety device that discharges a projectile with at least one barbed point attached to the crossbow by a line;

	(8)  "Legal spear," a shaft with a sharp, barbed point propelled by muscle-power;

	(9)  "Legal speargun," a muscle-loaded device that propels a spear attached to a lanyard no more than 20 feet long;

	(10)  "Length," the total length of a fish in inches as measured in a straight line along a flat surface from the tip of the snout to the tip of the tail, except as provided in § 41:07:05:03;

	(11)  "Liberalized fishing," the taking of game fish up to three times the daily and possession limits without regard to length limits;

	(12)  "Line," a length of string or cord to which a hook or artificial lure is attached for the purpose of catching fish;

	(13)  "Snagging," a fishing method intentionally used to hook fish in body areas other than the mouth by using a snaghook that is rapidly and intermittently jerked through the water;

	(14)  "Snaghook," a hook or lure that is used for snagging;

	(15)  "South Dakota-Iowa boundary waters," all waters of the Big Sioux River forming the South Dakota and Iowa mutual boundary;

	(16)  "South Dakota-Minnesota boundary waters," all waters of Lake Hendricks, Big Stone Lake, Lake Traverse, Mud Lake, the Boise de Sioux River, and any other waters forming the South Dakota and Minnesota mutual boundary;

	(17)  "South Dakota-Nebraska boundary waters," all waters of Lake Yankton, Lake Lewis and Clark, and the Missouri River, including its backwaters, chutes, sloughs, and oxbows, forming the South Dakota and Nebraska mutual boundary.

	41:07:01:02.  South Dakota-Minnesota reciprocal access agreement. Residents of South Dakota and residents of Minnesota may fish the boundary waters of South Dakota-Minnesota only if they are in possession of a valid resident fishing license issued by the state where they reside or are otherwise authorized to fish in the state where they reside. Residents of foreign countries or states other than South Dakota or Minnesota may fish the boundary waters only if they are in possession of a valid nonresident fishing license issued by either state or if they are otherwise lawfully authorized to fish by either state. If the laws of either state differ, anglers must comply with the laws and rules of the state in which they are licensed. Anglers who are licensed by Minnesota who lawfully take fish in the South Dakota boundary waters may transport their fish to Minnesota by the most direct route.

	41:07:01:02.01.  South Dakota-Nebraska reciprocal access agreement. Any person possessing a valid fishing license or permit issued by South Dakota or Nebraska, or who is legally exempted from license or permit requirements may fish from a boat or bank with a hook and line, bow and arrow (paddlefish and rough fish), legal spear, or legal spear gun, or legally snag (paddlefish) in the flowing portions of the Missouri River, including any backwater, slough, or chute that draws water from the Missouri River proper within the boundary of South Dakota adjacent to Nebraska. Such angler may also fish with a hook and line, bow and arrow (paddlefish and rough fish), legal spear, or legal spear gun, or legally snag (paddlefish) in the South Dakota portion of any oxbow lake that contains a common boundary with Nebraska. From Gavins Point dam to 0.6 mile downstream, a nonresident Nebraska fishing permit is required of any angler who is not a resident of Nebraska or South Dakota if fishing from a boat or either bank. Any reciprocal privilege granted herein is contingent upon a grant of a like privilege by the state of Nebraska to any hook and line angler who is licensed or exempted by the state of South Dakota. Any angler fishing in the South Dakota-Nebraska boundary waters shall follow the laws and regulations of the state in which the angler is licensed or the state in which the angler is fishing, whichever are more restrictive.

	(2)  The number or amount of fish gifted does not place the recipient in violation of any season, daily, or possession limit established for the species of fish being gifted.

	If gifting to an unlicensed person, the licensee shall gift the fish at the domicile of the recipient. For the purpose of this section, the term, gift, means the voluntary transfer of fish from any person to another person made without fee or consideration.

	(1)  Only a South Dakota charitable or non-profit organization registered in good standing with the Secretary of State may be permitted;

	(2)  Fish, including processed fish, may be transported only by a person authorized under the permit;

	(3)  Fish may be held in temporary possession at a specific location identified in the permit application if the fish is tagged in accordance with SDCL 41-14-4;

	(4)  Any fish held in temporary possession shall be accounted for in records maintained by the applicant and the records shall conform with the provisions of § 41:06:03:11;

	(5)  No charitable or non-profit organization may distribute fish in a manner that would place the recipient in violation of § 41:07:01:07, or any season, daily, or possession limit established for the species of fish being gifted;

	(6)  The charitable or non-profit organization may distribute fish through a food pantry or charitable food distribution program or directly to any person in need. In each case, the charitable or non-profit organization shall provide a written receipt on forms provided by the department;

	(7)  If specified in the permit, a charitable or non-profit organization may be authorized to cook and serve fish held in temporary possession at a charitable event if the fish are not sold or offered for sale;

	(8)  No fish may remain in temporary possession of a charitable/non-profit organization for a period exceeding one year; and

	(9)  Any fish transported or possessed under a permit is subject to inspection by any uniformed law enforcement officer during normal business hours.

	(2)  The authorized landowner, or the landowner's designee, shall notify a Conservation Officer prior to transporting live fish or fish in quantities exceeding applicable fish limits away from the private land where the waters are located;

	(3)  Persons fishing in waters included in this authorization shall abide by applicable fish limits in accordance with § 41:07:03; and

	(4)  That access to a requested water is entirely under the applicant's control by ownership, lease, or easement. If a requested water is not entirely owned by the applicant, then the applicant shall provide with the application a true and correct copy of the written lease or easement.
