Each basic life support air ambulance transport must have an attendant who has completed a course of instruction in emergency care approved by the department pursuant to SDCL 34-11-6. Each advanced life support air ambulance transport must have two licensed attendants, at least one of whom is currently licensed as an emergency medical technician-paramedic.

	A physician, nurse practitioner, physician assistant, registered respiratory therapist, or registered nurse who is currently licensed in South Dakota may replace the attendant on any basic life support or one or both attendants on any advanced life support transport with the written approval of the medical director of the air ambulance service.
