Each facility offering hospice services shall provide services to a terminally ill person and arrange for such services from a Medicare certified hospice agency under a written plan established and periodically reviewed by the person's attending physician or nurse practitioner. The hospice agency shall provide for care and services in the licensed facility. An unlicensed employee of a licensed facility may not accept any delegated skilled tasks from any hospice providers licensed pursuant to SDCL chapter 36-9.
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
