Each medication administered shall be recorded in the resident's medical record and signed by the individual responsible.

	Medication errors and drug reactions shall be reported to the resident's physician, physician assistant, or nurse practitioner and an entry made in the resident's medical record.

	Orders involving abbreviations and chemical symbols may be carried out only if the facility has a standard list of abbreviations and symbols and the list is available to the nursing staff.

	A person may not administer medications that have been prepared by another person.
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
