Accessible and usable accommodations shall be available to the public, staff, and residents with disabilities. Minimum requirements, except as noted in this chapter, are those in "ADA Standards for Accessible Design", September 15, 2010.

	Each facility shall comply with NFPA 101 Life Safety Code, 2009 edition. Each facility shall also comply with the building construction standards of the International Building Code, 2009 edition.

	Each facility providing off-site services shall comply with business occupancy standards or other occupancies standards as applicable for the use of the facility from NFPA 101 Life Safety Code, 2009 edition, and construction standards of the International Building Code, 2009 edition, for the buildings where these services are offered.
