The ISP must be completed within 30 calendar days of initial contact between the participant and the coordinator. The ISP must identify and prioritize the participant's needs and must be developed with the participant, if able, the participant's parent or parents, if the participant is under 18 years of age, or the participant's guardian, if any. The coordinator shall review the ISP quarterly with the participant, the participant's parent if the participant is under 18 years of age, or the participant's guardian, if any, and document the outcome of the review and any recommendations regarding the status of the ISP. The ISP shall include:

	(1)  The type of service to be furnished;
	(2)  The amount, the frequency, and duration of each service;
	(3)  Who is responsible to provide the service; and
	(4)  At least one goal and any services related to attainment of that goal.
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
