	(1)  The individual must be a resident of South Dakota;

	(2)  The individual must be under the age of 22 and have a developmental disability as defined in SDCL 27B-1-18 or be a child birth through two years of age who has been identified by the Department of Education as needing prolonged assistance as defined in § 24:05:24.01:15; 

	(3)  If the individual is under 18 years of age, the individual must be living in a home with a parent as defined in subdivision 46:11:10:01(5) or a guardian; and

	(4)  The home may not have more than four non-related individuals living in that home who are receiving family support services.

	Participant eligibility for the local family support program shall be reviewed by the coordinator at least annually or upon receipt of any documentation which could potentially affect eligibility.
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
