	62:01:07:11.  Elected official's period of participation -- Notice of nonparticipation or participation -- Presumption -- Appointed official. If an elected official chooses to participate in the system pursuant to SDCL 3-12-64, the official shall continue participation until the completion of the official's term of office. If the official is reelected, for a period of 90 days after the reelection the official again has a choice whether to continue participation in the system. If the official chooses to discontinue active membership in the system, the official shall so notify the system by filing a system termination form within the 90-day period. If an official so files a termination form, any employee and employer contributions made during the 90-day period on behalf of the official shall be returned to the employer as contributions in error. An official may continue active membership by filing a new system enrollment form. Failure to file either form within the 90-day period shall be deemed to be an election by the official to continue active participation in the system. An individual appointed to fill a position that normally is elected shall be treated in the same manner as an elected official by the system.
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
