Psychiatric reports and records from a mental hospital may be sufficient for determination of disability without additional medical reports. However, if the patient also has a physical disability, a medical report on this shall also be obtained. If a disability is based on intellectual disability, it is necessary to have a medical report in addition to the evidence of intellectual disability for the initial determination of eligibility. Specific information on mental ability shall be obtained in all cases in which the question of mental inadequacy may have a bearing on the eligibility determination. Likewise, copies of records from a mental hospital or reports from mental health clinics shall be considered important sources of information, and shall be obtained even though there are additional physical reasons for the application. The exception to this is the individual who is so severely physically disabled that eligibility seems to be without question.
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
