A parent who receives a disability payment through social security disability insurance or SSI under age 65 shall be regarded as meeting the requirements for incapacity for AFDC. Before assistance may be granted to children of parents over age 65, it shall be necessary to determine that the children are deprived of parental support or care because of the death, continued absence from the home, or physical or mental incapacity of a parent, as in any other application.
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
