Payment of AFDC shall not be denied, either initially or subsequently, because of the conditions of the home in which a child resides unless a court of competent jurisdiction has declared the home unsuitable and provision is made for the care and assistance of the child. When the department has reason to believe that the home in which a relative and child receiving aid reside is unsuitable because of the neglect, abuse, or exploitation of the child, it will bring the condition to the attention of OCYFS.
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
