"Child protective services," are services provided to children for whom it is alleged or determined that the children are unsafe because of concerns about abuse or neglect. These services may include assessment of child abuse and neglect reports, evaluating whether children are exposed to threats to safety, assessment of a parent's or caretaker's ability to protect the children, establishment of immediate protective plans, provision of emergency foster care, establishment of safety plans, and interventions and services to change negative behaviors and conditions that make children unsafe.
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
